	Members who attended have developed feedback for CAN on the event.
Members provided feedback on the conference.
Julie:

Cycling UK; Speaker from this organisation, funded by Dept. of Transport. Urged linking cycle trainings to benefits to society, community and the environment. Had good key messages that could be used by CAM. Endorsed ‘Frocks on Bikes’ concept. Ran Bike-ability training as part of Cycle Friendly Towns pilot programme. Has been evaluated with good results. Lord Mayor of London was champion of project. Strong focus on return for investment.

Don suggested to talk to PNCC to explore adoption of similar concept here. 

ABC (Australia Bicycle Council); Had interesting statistics for NZ and Australia
Ernst:

Commended organisation, especially the food. Individual group presentations were a highlight. CAM received a 50% donation towards petrol costs from CAN. This was most appreciated by attendees. 
Ann:

 Mentioned the rides and how they were well planned for people of all cycling ability. Individual group presentations were inspiring. Venue and organisation all excellent.

John:

 Endorsed others comments. AGM process disappointing and prompted feedback to CAN from attendees. John gave an example from Waiheke Island on local activism to get bike lanes included in new roading projects.

‘Frocks on Bikes’ was an example of a collaborative project run in Auckland by a volunteer.

Julie presented on behalf of CAM and focussed on CAM’s Cycle Training. 

	Grant
	PN City Environment Trust application was successful for $1400 to support cycle training. Thank you to Julie for work on application form.

	Cycle Training
	Michelle Allan, new I-Move Coordinator at Sport Manawatu, has worked well on project with Julie. Sport Manawatu has asked that as part of collaboration with CAM that group provides support for Sport Manawatu events.
Project outline:

1. Recruit potential trainers, maximum 12. 
Velo girls to be approach by Julie and Leonora
Email to Mountain bikers not successful so far. Ann to follow up with another email

Pearson’s to enquire within Masters cycling club

Flyer to be developed by Bron and distributed by group members

2. Screen / selection process for trainers if required
3. Plan content and venue with Tabitha and Patrick. Julie to coordinate. Pearson’s to support.  Suggested venue options; Intermediate Normal, Coronation Park tennis courts. Sport Manawatu and Chris T.S suggested to be contacted for venue suggestions. Venue to be confirmed Dec 19th. 

4. Helpers on the day: Ann will oversee food (if not in Whanganui). Will to mind hall. Robin from Pukurua Bay has volunteered to help and could be asked to provide first aid cover.
5. Recruitment of training participants. Publicity and promotion will be done by Sport Manawatu, including sign up process.

	PNCC has had positive responses from residents re the removal of car parks (90% support). Couple of sticking points and there will be some negotiation with residents. No timeframe has been indicated for completion.

	Query from group if PNCC is doing anything to link cycle friendly towns to model city concepts. Chris TS might have an idea on this and to be contacted. Ann reported mention of a PNCC sustainability plan being developed at a recent meeting she attended. The document should be coming out in June 2010. Members to keep an eye out for its release.
