Sport Manawatu update

· Sport Manawatu is happy to support the organisation of the Cycle training classes going forward.  Julie will discuss this in more detail with SM CEO, Mike Daisley.

· iMove Workplaces is currently running and a commuter bike is to be given away to one lucky workplace as the major prize. There are seven new workplaces on board this time. 

· A new promotion called iMove Communities will be launched at the end of May. It is an active transport promotion fully funded by PNCC that anyone in Palmerston North can sign up to. PNCC are keen for us to engage the mature market with this promotion. More details to be released in May.

· The Plaza with its reduced free parking was suggested as another target for the promotion.

· Cycling is continuing to be a high profile activity for Sport Manawatu and they have been working with the editor of Manawatu Standard to raise the profile. A number of articles have appeared in the newspaper recently, along with a blog called “Have your say on cycling”.  

· Anne to write a comment on the cycling blog about the upgraded intersection at Fitzherbert East and Old West Road. 

· Sarah Leberman will be talking with Sport Manawatu about a joint project aimed at increasing the number of girls and women cycling. Michelle will report back to Julie about this. 

CAN update
Cycling training

· CAM is keen to work with Sport Manawatu more closely on the Cycle training. It is intended that CAM will have less involvement in running the courses, but will continue to provide the trainers. 

· Julie to meet with Sport Manawatu CEO to discuss in more detail how this might work. 

· Suzanne Winterburn and Ross Castle are setting up their own business to do cycle training in schools.

· It was suggested that CAM look at how the train the trainers’ course is run. Perhaps split the training day over two half days.

Café rides

· Julie is keen for CAM to be more involved in social events such as café rides along the river and esplanade at the weekend. Others in the group expressed support for this and would be keen to organise a café ride soon.

· A buddy system for new cyclists was also discussed as a good idea to support new cyclists.

Road sealing

· John to speak with PNCC on behalf of CAM about sealing the river track to make it a better surface for cyclists.

· Michelle Allan to set up a CAM Facebook page as another way of communicating with members, as well as attracting new ones.
