Te Awe Awe St – discussion on planned changes received from PNCC
· This is a major arterial road

· Traffic is increasing on this route due to growing populations in Summerhill Drive area & Linton

· Ideally the street is there for people who are travelling, that is cyclists, not for those parking, especially those parking their own vehicles.  This takes space away from cyclists to cycle safely. 

· Sunstrike is a problem – it is important from the motorists’ perspective as they try to avoid cyclists.  The intermittent clearways encourage cyclists to weave in and out, whereas a continuous cycle lane would provide guidance for both cyclists, (particularly school children) and motorists. 
· Cars queuing in cycle lane on corner of Te Awe Awe turning left into Fitzherbert St - suggestion green slurry in this area beginning where the ‘no parking’ starts

· Carpark at no 21, it appears this carpark remains which we identified as a major safety hazard

· median strip – wherever there is a median strip, there should not be any parking 

· We support both the clearway and the designated times, and would like the clearway extended to the full length of the street

· We would like the clearway to be monitored as there are different population users at different times of the day outside of the clearway times, eg retired people, Massey students

· We agree with all the new ‘no stopping’ areas
· No comments on sheets 2 & 3 as not available
