Minutes of the CAM meeting held on 26 March 2009

The meeting commenced at 7.40 pm with 11 people present.

1.  Minutes from the previous meeting were approved.

2.  Te Awe Awe Street

There was considerable discussion of the cycle lanes on Te Awe Awe Street, and on what further submissions should be made by CAM to the PNCC.  It was decided to invite Glen from the PNCC to a CAM meeting so the group could hear directly from him about the current status of the cycle lanes, especially in regard to the removal of car parks from the cycle lanes.

3.  Cycle training report

A cycle training session was held recently, with 7 attendees who appreciated the chance to improve their cycling skills.

4.  Cycleway between Feilding and Palmerston North

David Stroud from the Feilding cycleways development committee attended the meeting and described the history and work of this committee.  The Manawatu District Council has commissioned a report of 60 pages by Roger Boulter.  The report describes a potential route for the cycleway, and gives some estimates of costs.  David has a copy of the report, which is not currently generally available.  David asked if one or two people from CAM could participate in the work of the committee.  Julie will call for expressions of interest from CAM members to attend meetings of the Feilding cycleways development committee.

5.  CAM website

CAN will help with development of the CAM website, and need someone from CAM to help Andre with this work.  CAN is applying for funding for the development of websites for CAN groups such as ours.

6.  District plan submissions

Christine and Dion reported that they had prepared a submission from CAM to the district plan.

7.  Other 
David and Christine will write an article for the Guardian about the Feilding cycleway.
Submissions are due soon on the LTCCP.  Julie offered to coordinate, Leonora offered  to assist with writing ,and Dion offered to help with editing of a submission from CAM.
